To create a QR code using QR Code Generator, follow these steps:
· Go to https://login.qr-code-generator.com/ and login.
· Choose the Type: Select between static or dynamic QR codes. Static codes are free but uneditable, while dynamic codes allow modifications and come with tracking capabilities
· Enter Information: Input the data (e.g., URLs, contact details) you want the code to store.
· Customize the Design: Adjust the QR code’s appearance by adding logos, changing colors, or modifying shapes. This customization enhances brand alignment.
· Download the QR Code. The software we use also includes a shortened url. 
Costs: The basic plan is free, allowing for static and some dynamic QR codes. For advanced features like scan tracking, customization, and the ability to edit QR codes post-creation, the PRO plan we pay $191.88 a year. Some softwares may offer tax-exemption or non-profit pricing.

The primary difference between static and dynamic QR codes lies in their flexibility and functionality:
· Static QR Codes: Once created, the data embedded in a static QR code cannot be modified. These are suitable for permanent information like personal details or a fixed URL. Static codes are simpler, free to generate, and cannot track any user activity or analytics. They are commonly used when no changes are needed after printing.
· Dynamic QR Codes: Dynamic QR codes offer more versatility. They allow you to edit the embedded information even after the code has been printed. Additionally, they come with tracking features, so you can monitor how many times the code is scanned, from which locations, and what devices are used. These features make dynamic codes ideal for marketing campaigns where analytics and flexibility are important.
Dynamic QR codes usually require a paid subscription, while static ones are often available for free.
